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Abstract – These instructions give you guidelines for preparing camera-ready papers for the conference of young scientists “Novel Materials and Nanotechnology in Microwave Microelectronics” to be published in the seminar proceedings book. Use this document as a template. A brief informative abstract, not more than about 250 words long, is required. The abstract should concisely state what was done, how it was done, principal results, and their significance. Define all symbols used in the abstract. Do not cite references in the abstract. Do not use right edge justification in the abstract.

Introduction

Papers should accordingly concentrate on results and conclusions, and include only the minimum of supporting material necessary for a proper understanding of the results reported. Papers generally consist of the title, author name(s) and affiliation(s), abstract, introduction, body, conclusion, and a list of references. A paper may also include an appendix and an acknowledgment, if needed. The maximal length of a complete manuscript including figures, tables, and all the materials mentioned above is limited to three pages of A4 size.

Papers must be submitted electronically in DOC or PDF format through email address mwlab@mwlab.spb.ru. Hard copies will not be accepted. Papers should be typed in single column format, with single spacing between the lines, a 3 cm left margin, a 2 cm right margin, and 2.5 cm margins on top and bottom of the page. Justify right edge of the text. Use a paragraph identification of about 0.75 cm for the main text and section headings. Use 12 point Times New Roman font for the main text, formulas, and author name(s); 20 point for the title; 12 point bold for section headings; and 10 point for the abstract, author affiliation(s), tables, table and figure captions, and references. Capitalize each word in the title and section headings excepting articles and prepositions. Write the name of presenting author as the first author. Do not underline the name of presenting author. Put a blank line after the title, author name(s), author affiliation(s), abstract, and each section.
Units

Use either SI (MKS) or CGS as primary units (SI units are strongly encouraged). Avoid combining SI and CGS units, such as current in amperes and magnetic field in oersteds. This often leads to confusion because equations do not balance dimensionally. If you must use mixed units, clearly state the units for each quantity in an equation.

Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have already been defined in the abstract. Abbreviations such as IEEE, SI, ac, and dc do not have to be defined. Do not use abbreviations in the title unless they are unavoidable.

Equations

Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). To make your equations more compact, you may use the solidus ( / ), the exp function, or appropriate exponents. Use parentheses to avoid ambiguities in denominators. Punctuate equations when they are part of a sentence. Separate equations from the text by using a blank line before and after the equation. Be sure that the symbols used in an equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately following. Italicize symbols (T might refer to temperature, but T is the unit tesla). Refer to «(1)», not «Eq. (1)» or «equation (1)», except at the beginning of a sentence: «Equation (1) is ...»

Figures and Tables

Position figures and tables at the tops and bottoms of pages. Place figure captions below the figures; place table titles above the tables. Do not put captions in «text boxes» linked to the figures. Do not put borders around your figures. Use the abbreviation «Fig.» even at the beginning of a sentence. Do not abbreviate «Table.» Tables are numbered with Roman numerals.

Do not label graph axes only with units. To indicate quantities use words rather than symbols. Put units in parentheses. Figure labels should be legible, approximately 10 to 12 point type. Do not use drawing lines thinner than 0.75 point. Though the use of photographs is welcomed, all drawings and photos should be in black & white.

List of References

A numbered list of references must be provided at the end of the paper. References should be numbered in the order in which they appear in the text. Each reference number should be enclosed by square brackets [1]. The sentence punctuation follows the brackets [2]. Multiple references [2], [3] are each numbered with separate brackets [1]-[3]. In sentences, refer simply to the reference number, as in [3]. Do not use «Ref. [3]» or «reference [3]» except at the beginning of a sentence: «Reference [3] shows ...»

The following data should be given for a journal or conference publication: names of all authors (i.e. not just et al.), title of the paper, standard abbreviation of the journal title or conference proceedings book, year of publication, volume and issue number, first and last page numbers [1], [2]. For a book, the author or editor, book title, publisher and location, and year of publication should be stated [3]. 

Use a space after authors’ initials. Capitalize only the first word in a paper title, except for proper nouns and element symbols. Papers that have been accepted for publication should be cited as «(accepted for publication)» or «(in print)». Papers that have been submitted for publication should be cited as «(submitted in month, year)». Titles of books or papers in languages using the Roman alphabet should be given in the original languages, otherwise use an appropriate English translation of the title and state the original language like «(in Russian)» [4]. No text, figures, nor tables must be placed after the reference list.

Conclusion

Do not adjust the font sizes or line spacing specified in this document to squeeze more text into a limited number of pages. Please note that papers, which fail to comply with these requirements, are liable to be not accepted for publication.
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
